Physical description of property and statement of historical significance:

This is a one and a half story Gothic Revival house with a steeply pitched gable roof and
a T-shaped floor plan. The walls are clad with shiplap siding and cornerboards above a brick
foundation. The roof has projecting verges and a wide frieze.

The house originally had a rectangular floor plan with a single gable parallel to the
street., The hip roof front porch is located on the east gable end. The porch floor has been
replaced with a concrete pad at ground level. The turned posts are set on concrete blocks
and a shiplap clad wall has been added on the south end. A nine-light entry door with a
multi-light transom is located at the right and there are one/one, double-hung windows at the
left and in the gable end. The one-story addition on the north facade features an east
facing porch with an entry on the left. Semi-transparent fiberglass sheets fill the openings
between posts. On the south elevation there are two one/one, double-hung windows at the
ground floor and a small, single-light, round arch window near the center of the second
floor. On the west elevation there are one/one, double-hung windows with cornice moldings at
the first floor and in the gable end.
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
